Maintenance
The hoods normally don't require any maintenance but depending on the position, checks that leaves 

or other items are not blocking the flow of air may be necessary. Checks of the anchoring may also be 

recommended.

Connection scheme
To connect some of our roof hoods to the roof transition TGR, an adapter is needed.

The TGR is fixed to the roof with the profiles delivered with the TGR.
